The state of Texas has created a law requiring public school districts to promote
information about Date Violence. While we at Aubrey ISD Administration do not sense
that this is a major issue with our students, we do feel that if one student is affected by it,
we must do what we can to prevent it.

We have enclosed some information about date violence in this letter for you.
Additionally, if you go to our campus webpage, you will see a section
entitled: Choose Respect – Date Violence information. There, you will find two videos.
One is thirteen minutes long and is intended for students to view. The other is a thirty
minute video targeted for parents. It is important to note that Date Violence is not just
boys being violent to girls, in fact there are many forms of abuse. We have provided a
link to the Choose Respect website that might help enlighten your understanding of this
abuse.
